Statement of Purpose and Policy

The Ov-10 Bronco Association is dedicated to preserve and perpetuate the history of the North American Rockwell OV-10 Bronco light observation aircraft, and provide recognition and support to all past and current contributors, developers, suppliers, maintainers, and operators of the aircraft.  We therefore set as our purpose; to collect, preserve and interpret the history of each aircraft manufactured, technical and maintenance data, archives of individuals and units, any film, videos, models, and artifacts, database of all personnel from OV-10 organizations, history of world wide operations, develop a newsletter for membership communication and information, promote reunions and other social gatherings, maintain a world wide web site for information and feedback at www.ov-10bronco.net, restore at least one OV-10 to flying condition and other information on objects of high aesthetic quality or significant historical, scientific, or educational importance; to encourage scholarly study of its collections including publications concerning the objects; to maintain the highest ethical standards in its interprelations.  The Association’s collections are held in trust for the public; every reasonable attempt will be made to keep significant material accessible.

A.  All donations are tax deductible; however, the museum assumes no responsibility to evaluate donations.  The museum will assist in appraisal where it feels competent to do so; however; it assumes no responsibility for giving appraisals outside its area of competence.

B.  All donations are considered outright and unconditional gifts to be used at the museum’s discretion.

C.  As a general rule, loans are not accepted because of the expense involved in housing, handling, maintaining, and exhibiting them.  Exceptions to this general policy may be made from time to time.

D.  A collection of related objects, which is an exhibit in itself, is offered for a temporary exhibit for a definite period of time.

E.  As it becomes expedient to do so, the Museum staff will make efforts to change the status of loans already accepted to that of gifts.

F.  There are four types of collections maintained in the OV-10 Bronco Association.  

1. Permanent Exhibit Collections:
These items relate directly to the museum’s purposes.  Used only for exhibition, they are original and generally priceless.

2.  Study Collections:

These are usually duplicate or worn items that still have a definite teaching quality.  These items are used for exhibition, study, or sometimes loans to other museums and institutions.

3.  Loan Collections:

These are items relating directly to the museum’s purpose but are duplicates of the exhibit or display collection.  Their condition will be better than items in the study collection but not necessarily as good as in the display collection.  These are items maintained for the purpose of being loaned to other museums or organizations on a temporary basis or as a traveling display.

4.  Expendable Collections:

These items are usually donated by individuals or institutions, which no longer need them.  The museum would not normally classify them as one of the above, however, would use them to acquire artifacts or other pertinent materials to fill out its permanent or study collection.
